End of Season Report: Area D2 Squares AO 12-14
“In the Dumps”

I1. Overview

Excavation in D2 continued in squares last excavated in 2000 under the direction
of Heidi Koenig (AO 12-14, AM 14, AN 14). These squares, in conjunction with the
newly opened squares of D1 and previously excavated areas will provide extensive
exposure of the bayside occupation from the Bronze Age through the Hellenistic period.

Based on the findings of previous seasons, the D2 squares to be excavated
contained segments of Hellenistic walls, Hellenistic robbers’ trenches penetrating IA
levels, Persian and late IA pits, and the Ir IIC “Big Pit.” This season’s main objectives
were twofold. First, we sought to further clarify the nature of the bayside occupation from
the period of Assyrian domination in the 8" c. through the Assyrian and Babylonian
conquest and into the Persian period. Second, though anticipating pit-riddled remains, we
hoped to provide ceramic assemblages demonstrating the 8-6"c. typological
developments at a representative large, cosmopolitan, northern coastal site.

This season’s contribution to better understanding the Phase 5 Persian period may
lie in the realm of pottery rather than architecture. Only one locus excavated this season
definitely dated to the Persian period: the continuation of pit “Gorgonzola” (L04D2-061
= L30049). Three layers, L04D2-014, L04D2-006 and L.04D2-038, yielded classic
Persian period commercial storejar rims and basket handle jar handles under and among
loci with IA pottery suggesting these distinctive Persian forms and fabric began in the
late 7"/6™ c.

Little evidence of Iron IIC activity survived in the area. A large basin associated
with grain (at least in its final stage) and a pottery-filled cylindrical pit constituted the
sole IrTIC features excavated this year. Subsequent to the basin’s use, the localized area
lay abandoned and open to the elements.

Iron IIB deposits thus far excavated derive from jumbled deposits above emerging
monumental architecture (IrITA?). After a season in the dumps, a wall built of ashlars
which measure .5m in width, a stone pavement extending over Sm in length, and a kurkar
surface over 3.5m long (and continuing under the baulk into AN/14) provide a preview of
coming attractions.

I1I. Narrative Account

Loci of AO 12-14, in an approximately 0.5m deep deposit, span early Iron II
through the Hellenistic period. In some places, robbers’ trenches obliterated the
stratigraphic connections between excavation units. In other places, preliminary pottery



readings suggest gaps in occupation (Persian surface atop an IrIlIA+B deposit), time
warps (IA pit cutting a Persian surface), or scant evidence of entire periods expected to be
better represented (IrIIC and B). Therefore, a combination and convergence of
stratigraphic relationships and preliminary pottery readings determine the proposed
phasing.

Phase 4: Hellenistic Period
Key loci: none

Two Hellenistic east-west robbers’ trenches dug in 2000 were completed this
season, L.04D2-017 (=L30069) and L04D2-015 (=L.30056) (p04D2-0039, p04D2-0041,
p04D2-0046).

While not the case in L04D2-017, three parallel trenches to the south, L04D2-015
(p04D2-0016) and two trenches preserved in the western baulk (L30076, no #, p04D2-
0037, p04D2-0038), all have 0.10-0.20m accumulation of wind-blown sand and water-
caked mud in their bottoms (Phase 4 or 5). This accumulation indicates that the trenches
sat open to the elements following the robbing activity. While building occurred
elsewhere, this localized area remained open (and abandoned).

Phase 5: Persian Period
Key loci: L30049=L04D2-061 “Gorgonzola”
Possible 6 c.: L04D2-006, L04D2-014, L04D2-038

Only one locus excavated this season may be definitively attributed to the Persian
period, the continuation of pit “Gorgonzola” (L04D2-061). The sherd-rich sloping layer
(L04D2-014) and the foundation(?) trench L04D2-045/1.04D2-046 may also date from
this period, but, read on. Fill L04D2-006 on surface FO4D2-006, initially identified as a
Persian surface cut by an Iron Age pit (L04D2-011), prompted closer scrutiny (p04D2-
0015). Current excavations offer an answer to the Persian pot conundrum of previous
seasons. Forms of a commercial storejar and basket-handle jar and a characteristic ware
are considered the hallmarks of Tel Dor’s Persian period pottery. Rims of these storejars
and a basket-handled jar handle lay on F04D2-006 and in L0O4D2-014 and L04D2-038
under, and among, IA pottery suggesting these allegedly Persian forms and ware began in
the Iron Age or the late 7"/6" c. Attributing an early form (and ware) of these vessels to
the 7%/6™ c. solves, at least in these cases, the riddle of clean IA features and fills cutting
and overlying Persian loci.

Loci L04D2-045, L.04D2-046, L04D2-052, p04D2-0017 thru -0022), parallel to
and under a Hellenistic robber trench (L04D2-040, L04D2-041) may constitute an earlier
foundation or robber trench into which a narrow Persian wall (W04D2-047) was
subsequently built and robbed in the Hellenistic period. The latest of the little pottery
from this trench dated from the Persian period suggesting the initial wall was built in the
IA or Persian period (Phase 6 or 5) and robbed in the Persian period. Orientation
conforms to the Persian rather than the IA plan. The eastern boundary of the stone
pavement L04D2-066 and the western edge of the floor fragment FO4D2-068 may define
the continued extent of this trench through squares AO 12 and 13. If so, “Gorgonzola,”
cuts into the projected trench line providing a terminus ante quem. Such a wide trench is



unparalleled among late [A/early Persian walls in the immediate area. The Big Family
walls (Big Mother, Big Daddy and Big Baby), while comparable in overall size, are later
based on ceramic evidence and stratigraphy.

In Square AO/13, neither the cleaning locus L04D2-008 nor the underlying
cobble surface, L04D2-021, provided dateable pottery. Therefore, the attribution of these
loci to Phase 5 is based on stratigraphic considerations (the underlying feature dates to
Phase 6) and a comparable Phase 5 cobble floor in AN/14 (L04D2-513). Based on 2000
sketches, the preserved extent visible in 2000 photos, and cobbles preserved in the baulk,
the cobbles perhaps paved a room delimited by Phase 5b walls W19430 and W17658.

Phase 6: IrlIC

Key loci:

-AO/12: L04D2-006 (fill above surface FO4D2-006), L0O4D2-011 (pit), L04D2-038 (floor
make-up)

-AO/13: L04D2-029 (under cobble surface, above basin), L0O4D2-051 and L04D2-062
(fill in basin L0O4D2-054), L04D2-054 (basin), L04D2-037 (ancient wash and
gullying)

-AO/14: L04D2-063 (Sth c., occupational debris), L04D2-043

Little evidence of Iron IIC activity survived in the area. A large basin associated
with grain, at least in its final stage, L.04D2-054 (2.4 x 1.6m, continues under the western
baulk of the area), and pit LO4D2-011 constituted the sole IrIIC features excavated this
year. Floor FO4D2-023 and its overlying deposits were quite the opposite of what they
appeared to be.

A concentration of two types of carbonized (blackened) grain seeds (tentative
field identification) in an approximately .10m thick layer above the latest resurfacing(?)
of L04D2-054 provides the only evidence of its function (p04D2-0029 through -0032).
From its northern end (preserved in the baulk and along the southern edge of AO/14), a
platform gently slopes down towards the south before dropping into a basin with sharply
sloping sides all around (Photos: p04D2-0024 to 0032, *-0029). Weizmann analysis
(WIS #74) showed the basin rim to be composed of phytoliths, perhaps burnt, with little
clay and a small amount of calcite. This was not a plastered surface but a phytolith
deposit, perhaps burnt, similar in mineralogical composition to F04D2-023 and FO4D2-
006 to the south. Elsewhere at the site, comparable phytolith-rich layers are considered
the residue of dung deposits (assuming multiple plant species rather than a single
species). If phytolith analysis demonstrates a limited number of plant types rather than
multiple species (preferably the species represented by the carbonized grains), then rather
than a dung-smeared surface this accumulation may have formed either from layers of
grain stored or processed in the basin or basketry containing the grains.

The adjacent L04D2-020 and L.0O4D2-063 (stratigraphic relationship cut by a later
trench) remain islands of occupation dated to IrIIC. Separated from the basin and its
adjacent deposit by yet another robber trench, L04D2-009 above L04D2-014, L.04D2-043
and L04D2-056 accumulated above the kurkar surface FO4D2-056. The surface and
overlying deposit remain undated, but the subsequent deposits occurred during IrIIC.

Subsequent to the basin’s use, the area lay abandoned and open to the elements. In
Square AO/12 to the south, fallen field stones and ashlars (Phase 6?/77?) jutted up through



the surface(04D2-048, p04D2-0016) while rivelets of water with wind-blown sand
washed through the underlying IrIIB matrix of AO/13. In the eastern half of AO 12, a
nearly 0.4m continuous build-up of surfaces and whitish to grayish lenses with
interspersed charcoal patches rose against the western side of the tumbled ashlars and
large field stones (L04D2-023 and L04D2-024 atop F04D2-023 (#12.50-.43) p04D2-
0015, p04D2-0016). [Most of this build-up, excavated in 2000, was attributed to Phase
5b. Retrieved pottery this season was of indeterminate date. However, it has been phased
with FO4D2-006 on the basis of elevation and comparable context.] Formerly, we labeled
such deposits “plaster” or “ash” surfaces but mineralogical analysis by E. Boaretto of the
Weizmann Institute (samples #74, 75, 169, 170) determined that the surfaces did not
contain calcite and so were not plaster. The phytolith-rich build-up consisted primarily of
siliceous aggregates likely dung derived. Perhaps the jutting stones afforded privacy for
humans or an abandoned area for animals to relieve themselves or “take a dump.” The
interpretation of an excrement-rich layer fits this abandoned outdoor context F0O4D2-023
and FO4D2-006, however, it seems less probable that a grain installation (L04D2-054)
would have been intentionally surfaced with excrement-laden sediments.

Meanwhile, on the other side of the jutting stones, a cylindrical pit with straight
sides (L04D2-011) served as a dump for large sherds of 7" c. Phoenician commercial
jars, “Assyrianizing” bowls and Samaria Ware bowls, an 11/ 10" c. cooking pot rim, and
one MB carinated bowl rim, as well as numerous large tabun fragments (p04D2-0015,
p04D2-0033). A sandy fill (L04D2-006 = LL30074???) covered this pit and the surface
from which it was likely cut (F04D2-006, #12.52). Sherds in the L04D2-006 fill,
primarily from open forms, included “Persian” storejar rims (see above), Samaria Ware,
plus Black-on-Red sherds and sherds with red slip and burnish surface treatment.
Weizmann analysis demonstrated that the surface FO4D2-006 (samples #72, 73), though
easily distinguished by eye from F04D2-023 to the east, was of similar mineralogical
composition — siliceous aggregates with little calcite.

In AO 13 to the north, sand blew in and water trickled and washed through the
earlier Iron ITA and B deposits. A semi-circle of stones (L04D2-028) and the sandy
matrix within it (L04D2-022) yielded 8" and 7" c. pottery in conjunction with small
pieces of earlier IA and LBA pottery. Too little remains to speculate as to whether this
was an intentional construction or not, and if so, its original form and function. The
gullied and washed deposits (primarily IrlIB with some IIA and little IIC), characterized
by their sandy make-up and washed look, were removed as L04D2-037.

Phase6?/7?: IrlIC?/B?

Key loci:

-AO/14: L04D2-056, L04D2-064 (floor make-up, not excavated)

-AO/12-13: L04D2-039 = L04D2-044 and L04D2-057, L04D2-066 (stone pavement, not
excavated), L04D2-069 (surface deposit, not excavated), W04D2-065 (not
excavated)

Iron IIB deposits thus far excavated derive from jumbled deposits above a
seemingly (hopefully) coherent monumental architectural phase. While preliminary
pottery readings date material directly above the emerging architectural features to Iron II
A and B, the pottery assemblages are small and many of the relevant loci are exposed but



not yet excavated. Across the western side of squares AO12 and 13, a jumble of cobbles
and large sherds in a dark brown, clayey matrix (L04D2-039 in AO 12 = L04D2-044 and
L04D2-057 in AO 13) lay above FO4D2-039. Pottery in L04D2-039 included typical Iron
IIB forms including Samaria ware and Black-on-Red pottery, plus 10/9™ c. cooking pots.
In AO 12 east of the stone pavement, a stone-riddle meter wide swatch (LL04D2-048,
p04D2-0016) (on surface FO4D2-048 - likely in a trench) separated the pavement from
the stratified accumulation L04D2-058. Both of these deposits overlay L04D2-069,
which preliminary indications suggest is an emerging kurkar floor. Further north, in
Square AO/13, we uncovered but did not excavate ashlars of W04D2-065 and the
adjacent drain(?)L04D2-067, which meets the top of the wall stones at an oblique angle
(p04D2-0047).

End of Season Report, Tel Dor Area D2, Squares AM-AN/14

Preliminary Information

The units excavated in this area of Area D2 were squares AM/14 and AN/14. Excavation
began on July 3 and ended on July 27, 2004. Aaron Brody was the area and unit
supervisor over these two squares, his initials appear on the locus cards as AJB. Field
drawings were produced by Schveta and photography for the area by Tess, Erica
Cruywagon was the recorder for the unit. Initially the entire five squares in Area D2
were under the area supervision of Elizabeth Bloch-Smith, and Aaron Brody was the unit
supervisor. After the initial week of excavation it was decided that the area should be
split in two, with Bloch-Smith attending to the duties of area/unit supervisor over squares
AO/12-14 and Brody over squares AM-N/14. Because of this, initially the entire five
squares shared the bank of locus numbers from 001-999, and basked numbers from 0001-
9999; after the splitting of the supervision over the area the number banks were split as
well, with squares AM-AN/14 taking the locus number bank 500-999 and basket number
bank 5000-9999. Image numbers continued to be shared across all of D2 for the
remainder of the season. The last locus number assigned was W04D2-525, the final
basket number was 5331. Several walls from previous seasons were excavated: W17527
was dismantled on 12/7/04 with bottom heights of 13.40 N-13.30 S; W17595 (Big
Daddy) was removed on 15/7/04 with bottom heights of 13.24 N-13.18 S; 1.5 courses
were removed from W17588 and the wall remains in the area floating; parts of Big
Momma W17562 were excavated and the wall is now floating.

Overview

The objective for excavation of Area D2 squares AM-AN/14 was to bring the squares
into phase with the rest of the area and to better understand the stratigraphy of the Persian
period and Iron IIC remains in the squares. The goal for AN/14 was to remove later
architectural features from local phases 3 and 4 that date to the Hellenistic period, which
have been exposed for several seasons, in order to better understand the Persian period
remains of phase 5. The goal for AM/14, which began both spatially and temporally
lower than AN/14 was to clarify a sequence of pits in the square which were partially
excavated in 2000 and date to the Persian period and the Iron IIC, and to better
understand two enormous Iron IIC pits which had already been excavated in AN-AM/13
and appeared to be filled with remains from waste associated with iron industry.

The earliest materials revealed in the area have been preliminarily phased to local phase 6
or phase 7, but are difficult to date because they were merely exposed and not excavated.



These loci include a large crushed kurkar floor LO4D2-516 in AM/14, which slopes
dramatically to the south, and a layer of melted mudbrick detritus L0O4D2-510 that may
have been associated with the neighboring kurkar floor. A period for these features is
only provided by the loci that cut them or are physically above them, which all date to the
Iron IIC, 7™ C., local phase 6. So these features either belong to an earlier sub-phase of
phase 6 or to one of the earlier Iron II phases discovered in excavation of squares to the
south in previous seasons.

Phase 6, dating to the Iron IIC or 7t c., was marked by the remains of pits in AM/14.
Two large pits, L04D2-522 and L04D2-523, covered the majority of the square and were
excavated in previous seasons in squares AM-AN/13. Their northern boundary was
discovered this season in the earlier kurkar floor and mudbrick locus at the northern and
western sections of square AM/14 that were cut by these Iron IIC pits. There was a much
smaller Iron IIC pit, L04D2-030 that cut down into upper layers of the western end of one
of the large 7™ c. pits, demonstrating internal sequencing in the phase 6 sub-phasing of
the area. Numerous finds from the large Iron IIC pits demonstrate that their fill contained
the waste from iron industry: these included numerous examples of iron slag, glass slag
associated with the vitrification of sands in the smelting process, crucible fagments,
hammer stone fragments, flint tool fragments, and pumice stones. The ceramics were
mostly storage jar and jug forms, not representative of the typical domestic assemblage of
bowls and cooking pots that were very rare.

Phase 5 dates to the Persian period and was marked by the remnants of pits and a
fragment of a crushed shell floor in AM/14 and a monumental building in AN/14 that
was largely robbed out in the Hellenistic period. Thus this building is represented
primarily by the outline of N-S robber trenches L04D2-519 and L04D2-509, and a large
E-W robber trench L.0O4D2-017 that begins in the western part of square AN/14 and
continues all the way across AO/14 and into its western baulk. Some wall fragments
were preserved in these robber trenches showing the typical ashlar pier and rubble
construction, and a cobblestone floor makeup L04D2-513 that supported a fragment of a
shell plaster floor L04D2-012 was preserved, although the plaster floor was largely
removed in later building activities. Directly underneath the cobblestone floor makeup a
silver Athenian tetradrachma was discovered which provides a preliminary 5% ¢
antiquem for phase 5. With cleaning and further research a much more narrow date for
the floor and likely all of the robbed out building will be provided by this coin. An Attic
fine red bowl fragment was also discovered nearby in one of the robber trenches but
originally belonged to Phase 5. It is possible that this robbed monumental building was
originally associated with fragments of Gorgon’s masks discovered in a pit in square
AO/12 in the 2000 season.

Phase 4 dates to the early Hellenistic period and was represented by walls uncovered in
previous seasons. E-W walls W17562 and 17514 and abutting N-S cross walls W17588
and W17595 form rooms in a large public building that stretches at least 15 m. to the
west, as a continuation of W17562 was found in Area D1 in previous seasons. The
foundation trenches of all four phase 4 walls were excavated this season, with the latest



pottery dating to the Hellenistic period. W17595 was completely excavated, and material
from its construction also dated to the Hellenistic period.

Phase 3 dates to the late Hellenistic period and was represented by a single feature.
W17527, a N-S ashlar wall was excavated this season. The material in the foundation
trench sealed beneath the wall dated to the Hellenistic period.

Detailed Report

The objective for excavation of Area D2 squares AM-AN/14 was to bring the squares
into phase with the rest of the area and to better understand the stratigraphy of the Persian
period and Iron IIC remains in the squares. The goal for AN/14 was to remove later
architectural features from local phases 3 and 4 that date to the Hellenistic period, which
have been exposed for several seasons, in order to better understand the Persian period
remains of phase 5. The goal for AM/14, which began both spatially and temporally
lower than AN/14 was to clarify a sequence of pits in the square which were partially
excavated in 2000 and date to the Persian period and the Iron IIC, and to better
understand two enormous Iron IIC pits which had already been excavated in AN-AM/13
and appeared to be filled with remains from waste associated with iron industry.

Phase 7?-6?

The earliest loci in the area date to a phase that is not well defined, as the features have
been revealed and not excavated. This is also true for contemporary features in Liz
Bloch-Smith’s area, primarily in square AO/14. A layer of either melted or deteriorated
mudbrick detritus L04D2-510 was revealed in the north section of AM/14 and is bounded
by both the northern and eastern baulks. No individual brick lines were discerned in this
dark brown mudbrick layer with orange brick inclusions. The portion that was excavated
included random small fieldstones, none of which were in situ. An ashlar stone
surrounded by this matrix is preserved in the eastern baulk, and a possible paving stone or
the top of another ashlar was revealed in the western part of the locus. A large phantom
floor LO4D2-516, whose floor makeup is made from crushed kurkar, appears to be
associated with the mudbrick detritus L04D2-510. The two loci abut, any firmer relation
was not discerned this season. This kurkar floor has a significant slope to the S, and runs
from the N baulk to a southern subsidiary baulk beneath later architecture. Given
comparative construction and relative heights, L04D2-516 is likely associated with a very
similar floor L0O4D2-064 revealed over 5 m. to the west in square AO/14. A direct
connection will have to wait until the square in between, AN/14, is brought down into
phase. Regardless, these are the first architectural features to appear in AM/14 for
several phases, and provide evidence for the northern and perhaps western borders of the
big Assyrian pits, L04D2-522 and L04D2-523, that date to phase 6 and cut into or lip up
over these earlier features. The stratigraphic accumulation layer L04D2-524 above the
phantom floor L04D2-516 produced pottery readings of Iron IIA, which provides a very
preliminary date for this phase.



Phase 6

Phase 6 has been dated in previous seasons in D2 to the Iron IIC or the 70 ¢ BCE, a date
that has been confirmed through further excavation this season. Phase 6 was reached in
square AM/14 and was marked by a series of pits, both large and small. The earliest of
these pits is one of the big Assyrian pits, discerned in prior excavation seasons in AM/13
and still visible in AM/13’s northern baulk. These layers in the baulk were
systematically tested by the Weitzman group, and we look forward to their scientific
report on the results. Work this summer demonstrated that the big Assyrian pit further to
the west, L04D2-523, was cut by a later big Assyrian pit further to the east, L04D2-522.
All of the ceramics from these two large pits dated to the Iron IIC, 7" c. It is interesting
to note a possible difference in the pottery from the two pits as the uppermost layers of
L04D2-523 was producing many more examples of cooking pots and bowls than the later
big Assyrian pit L04D2-522, whose ceramics consisted primarily of various storage jar
types and jugs from the 7™ c. It is possible that the pits held waste from different
industries, a hypothesis that awaits confirmation from further excavation and research on
the material. The ash/phytolith and sand layers of L.04D2-522 were especially rich in
animal bone finds, including a complete horn from a sheep/goat. Other significant finds
from this pit locus include a bronze and iron fibula, and numerous olive pits and grape
seeds. The uppermost layers of these two big Assyrian pits was excavated as a single
locus, L04D2-034, as the differentiation between the two separate pits was not
ascertained until the bottom of L04D2-034 was reached. 1.04D2-034 lay directly on top
of both L04D2-522 and L04D2-523. The layers of this upper locus in the big Assyrian
pits sloped to the south and were filled with the remnants of waste from the iron industry.
Numerous samples of iron slag, glass slag that is likely the vitrified remains of sand
heated to extreme temperatures in the iron smelting process, and crucible fragments were
found together with broken hammerstones, flint tools, and pumice likely used like
sandpaper is used today. This pumice should be tested for provenience as it is not local
to the southern Levant, and likely comes from the region of the Aegean or further to the
west. As noted by Ayelet Gilboa, the ceramics from L.04D2-034 have an industrial feel,
as well, as they are primarily made up of the remnants of various types of storage jars and
jugs. This is not typical of domestic assemblages. Right above L04D2-034 was a small
sealed locus, L04D2-033, directly beneath a phase 5 crushed shell floor. This sealed
locus dated to the Iron IIC, 7" c., and is clearly the uppermost level of the big Assyrian
pits. A smaller Iron IIC pit, L0O4D2-030, was located in the NW corner of AM/14, and
even cut down into the uppermost layers of the big Assyrian pits L04D2-034. The
smaller pit L04D2-030 was also dated to the Iron IIC, 7" c., and contained similar pottery
types. A complete horn with a cut end was uncovered in the small pit L0O4D2-030. In
AN/14 the top of a fragment of a N-S fieldstone wall W04D2-525 was revealed that
might be phased to phase 6. The wall was largely robbed out in the Hellenistic period by
robber trench L04D2-519, and was only exposed at its uppermost course and not
excavated this season. It was noted, however, that this wall fragment W04D2-525 was
on a different orientation from a N-S wall just to the south, W04D2-517, which has been
phased to phase 5, and was directly beneath the foundation stones of a phase 4 wall
W17588. Therefore it is likely that W04D2-525 predates phase 5 and definitely predates
phase 4, and so we are preliminarily phasing it to phase 6. It is also possible, if this wall
continues down for several courses, that it will relate to the phase 7?7-6? features L0O4D2-



516 and L0O4D2-510 that are nearby in the W part of AM/14. Clarification will come
with further excavation.

Phase 5

Phase 5 has been uncovered in previous seasons in D2 and has been dated to the Persian
period. Excavation this season in AM-AN/14 confirmed this date, and the discovery of a
silver Athenian coin may help to narrow the absolute dating of this phase within the 5" c.
BCE. In AM/14 most of the Phase 5 features were excavated in 2000, however the
remnants of a pit L04D2-027 = L30314 in the northeastern corner of the square, and a
fragment of a crushed shell floor L04D2-019 were excavated this season. Pit LO4D2-027
cut down into the phase 6 bit Assyrian pit layers in L04D2-034 and into the phase 7?-6?
mudbrick matrix of L04D2-510. A small patch of a crushed shell floor L04D2-019 was
uncovered immediately below the beginning cleaning locus of the season L04D2-001.
This floor LO4D2-019 was laid directly on top of leveled big Assyrian pit material of
phase 6 L04D2-033, and can be phased to phase 5 because of similar crushed shell
surfaces excavated in AM/14 in previous seasons that were still visible in the eastern
baulk of the square. In AN/14 there are a series of architectural features and robber
trenches that form the eastern part of a monumental building that continues to the west
into AO/13-14 (see Liz Bloch-Smith’s end of season report 2004). The eastern most
phase 5 feature in AN/14 is a N-S ashlar pier and rubble wall, W04D2-517, which was
largely robbed out by the Hellenistic robber trench L04D2-519. The remnant of W04D?2-
517 in the SE part of the square was also cut by the phase 4 foundation trenches L04D2-
511 and LO4D2-520. At least two courses of the pier and rubble wall was preserved,
however, with the interesting feature that some of the rubble section of the wall was
constructed out of ballast stones from ships of a type of granite from riverbeds in Cyprus.
Just to the west of W04D2-517, a shell plaster floor L04D2-012 was excavated which
was likely contemporary with the pier and rubble wall. Any direct association was
severed by the Hellenistic robber trench L04D2-519. This well made, thick plaster floor
L04D2-012 was also cut by Hellenistic foundation trenches on its N (L04D2-521), W
(L04D2-503), and by a robber trench to the S (L04D2-036), leaving just a small section
of the floor preserved. The floor makeup was constructed from cobblestones, which
included granite ballast stones from Cyprus. This cobblestone construction ties in
L04D2-012 with the cobblestone floor makeup locus, L04D2-513, just to its west. This
extensive cobblestone feature lacked the shell plaster surface above the floor makeup,
however two patches of the thick shell plaster surface were noted in the excavation of
L04D2-513. The subfloor fill layer, L0O4D2-518 was directly beneath the floor makeup
of L04D2-513, but dated to the Iron IIC. It is possible that this locus belongs in phase 6
as material above L04D2-502, which was revealed but not excavated this season,
however these clarifications require further excavations. It is apparent that this
cobblestone floor makeup L04D2-513 was part of a large plaster floor that included
L04D2-012, however the plaster floor was robbed out from on top of the cobbles in
L.04D2-513 in the Hellenistic period (as Hellenistic phase 4 architecture was founded on
a mudbrick layer L04D2-508 directly above the cobbles of L04D2-513). Parts of this
cobble floor makeup were also excavated to the west in the 2000 season. The cobbles of
L04D2-513 included several granite ballast stones from Cyprus, which tie in with the
identical construction feature in LO4D2-012 and W 04D2-517. Beneath the cobbles of



L04D2-513, in the leveling of the patches of matrix left when the stones were removed,
an Athenian silver tetradrachma was discovered. The profile of Athena on one side and
her owl on the other were clearly visible, and following a preliminary field read by
Andrew Stewart the coin dates to the 5" c. BCE. We await the conservation and cleaning
of this coin, as according to Andrew Stewart the type is datable within a 25 year span
based on stylistic analysis of the representations on the obverse and reverse. This coin
will provide a terminus ante quem for the cobblestone floor makeup L04D2-513, and
consequently all of the associated architecture in D2 in phase 5. An important Athenian
imported red fineware carinated bowl (“Class of Agora P 10359, ca. 480 BCE” as per S.
Becky Martin) was found nearby in a robber trench, and likely originally was used in a
phase 5 context. A wall stub, W04D2-507 = W30052 preserved to the height of three
courses, was left in a N-W robber trench L04D2-509 that stole the rest of the cut stones
from a phase 5 N-S wall. This robbed wall is parallel with WL04D2-517 already detailed
further to the east in AN/14, and the cobblestone floor makeup with a thick shell plaster
floor would have originally run all the way between these two N-S walls. The E-W wall
robbed out by trench, L04D2-500, may have been the northern closing wall of the room
bounded by the wall robbed by L04D2-509 on the W and W04D2-517 on the E. E-W
robber trench L04D2-017 forms a corner of a room with trench L04D2-509, from original
phase 5 walls robbed out in the Hellenistic period. This E-W robber trench continues all
the way across AO/14, and is described in full together with the contemporary features in
Elizabeth Bloch-Smith’s report on AO/12-14. This phase 5 monumental building, mostly
defined by robbed out walls and surfaces, may have been the original building that went
with the Persian period Gorgon masks excavated in 2000 in a pit between AO/12-13.
This hypothesis requires further study of the layout of comparative structures. Stratified
accumulation layers L.04D2-514 and L04D2-515 are bounded by robber trenches L0O4D2-
509 and L04D2-017 and the W baulk, and have preliminary dates of the Persian period
and Iron IIC respectively. It is most likely, given relative heights and pottery readings
that these two loci may represent fills below floors from phase 5. A small shallow pit,
L04D2-501, cut L04D2-515 and was in turn cut by the robber trench L04D2-500. The
pit’s pottery readings date it to the Persian period.

Phase 4

In previous excavation seasons phase 4 has been dated to the early Hellenistic period,
which has been substantiated through work done this season. In AM/14, the very bottom
of a deep Hellenistic pit L04D2-031 was cut into the uppermost layers of the big
Assyrian pit locus L04D2-034. Two massive E-W walls, W17514 and W17562 (Big
Momma) phased to phase 4 cross from AM/14 into AN/14. The foundation trenches of
these walls, L.04D2-521 and L0O4D2-511 respectively, were excavated this season and
dated to the Hellenistic period. W17514 and W17562 (Big Momma) form the northern
and southern borders of rooms formed by smaller N-S cross walls, W17588 on the east
and W17595 (Big Daddy) on the west. W17588 abuts both W17514 to the N and
W17562 (Big Momma) to the S. The foundation trench of W17588, L04D2-520, dates
the wall to the Hellenistic period. W17595 (Big Daddy) abuts W17562 on its southern
end, and an extension of W17595 was discerned in the northern baulk but its relation to
W17514 was not clear.



Phase 3

Very few loci remained in AN/14 that were from phase 3, the later Hellenistic period.
One N-S ashlar wall, W17527, was excavated and the sealed locus beneath the wall
(likely the bottom of the foundation trench, and therefore = L04D2-503 the remnant of
the foundation trench to E of the wall) dated to the Hellenistic period.

Phase 2?-1?

Two robber trenches, L04D2-032 and L04D2-036, stole out parts of phase 4 wall
W17562 (Big Momma) and created the matrix filled loci on top of the wall, L04D2-004
and L04D2-005. In L0O4D2-032 a Terra Sigilata sherd was discovered, and mistakenly
believed to be in the foundation trench for W17562 (Big Momma). It seems rather that
the robber trench stole out stones from W17562 in the Roman period, and therefore the
trenches should be placed in either phase 2 or 1.

Conclusions

Several of the goals for Area D2 squares AM-AN/14 were met through the excavation
season of 2004. A northern boundary for the big Assyrian pits was revealed in AM/14,
and a greater understanding of these large Iron IIC industrial pits was discerned through
stratigraphic excavation of these features. The sequence of Iron IIC, Persian, and
Hellenistic pits in AM/14 is now better understood. In AN/14, mostly the ghost remnants
of a large Persian period building were revealed in phase with a cobblestone floor
makeup locus which likely was originally completely surfaced with a thick layer of shell
plaster. The cobblestones covered a 5" c. BCE Athenian coin which will provide
absolute dates for the construction of the phase. Later Hellenistic architecture was
excavated to better understand the layout of the phase 4 building in the area, and the
remaining contemporary walls are now all floating. A handful of phase 3 loci were
excavated to complete this phase throughout all of D2. Thus our overall objective for the
two squares was met through the 2004 excavation season in AM-AN/14.
